The Village itself did not incur any major damage due to the heavy rain, many
residents did get water in their basements and lower rooms, mostly because of
sewer back up and street flooding. Once the rain stopped the sewers handled the
water and all was back to normal outside appearance within 3 to 4 hours.

As reported not only our system but all others were unable to handle the 6 to 10
inches of rain that fell in Lake County over a short period of time as we had
occur. Some experts are saying it was a storm that occurs once every 100 years,
others say in 500 years in this region of the country.

We did have our storm sewers flushed and cleaned by the County in May and June of this year and we did
contract CT Consultants in June to put together a master Storm Sewer Plan for the Village. Our Sanitary
Sewers are scheduled to be flushed and cleaned in September.

Tree Update

The urban forester of Ohio and certified tree arborists have advised against piling mulch
close to or up around the base of trees. This will eventually smother and kill a tree.

Also, under Ordinance 274.04, a permit from the Tree Commission is required to plant or remove trees on
Village property or right of way.

The Tree Commission is in the process of removing diseased and/or hazardous trees and replacing them with
recommended trees for this area. Thanks to Mayor Roskos for getting this project under way.

Branches Update

Some well-intentioned residents are still placing branches on islands and center strips. This is creating double
work since the Service Department must pick them up again before they mow. If you are willing to pick up
fallen branches, why not place them in a trash container marked “Yard Waste” and put them out for the
regular rubbish crew to collect on Fridays?
